Contact Testing at 463-5324 
for details. 

1. Apply to Lane Community College and get your 
‘L’ number. Declare either Culinary Arts or Hospitality 

Management as your program major. 

Culinary Students: 3. Test for reading, writing, and math Parts A, B, 
C, and E. Minimum placement test scores required to enter the 

program are reading 68, writing 64, and math Parts A-C 7. MTH 025 
or higher must be completed BEFORE entering the program or you 
must pass Part E of the math placement test with a minimum score of 

7. There may be exceptions to this requirement. 
If you meet minimums, continue to #4. 

Hospitality Students: 3. Test for credit level eligibility. You need 
to be a credit student to take Hospitality classes. If you are a credit
