	1. Be admitted to Lane Community College as a college credit student with an assigned 

L number. Please go to Building 1 on campus to complete this process.



	2. Complete the required Placement Tests in Reading, Writing and Math. Contact the testing office by going to the Placement Testing quick link through the main Lane Home Page @ http://www.lanecc.edu/testing/.


	3. Contact the ECE Program Advisors: Andi Graham or Ben Fisher at EducationAdvising@lanecc.edu. You can schedule your classes and receive an ECE program application and instructions on how to submit the requirements listed in the box below.

	4. Meet with the ECE Program Coordinator, Jean Bishop, bishopj@lanecc.edu, Building 24, Room 121 to set up a student teaching (ECE 240) schedule once all documents listed below are submitted to Building 24. Students can also set up a class schedule with Jean and fill out a program application.


	THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS ARE MANDATORY FOR STUDENT TEACHING PLACEMENT (ECE 240). 1 term of ECE 240 is required for an ECE Certificate and 3 terms for the ECE AAS degree.

	1. Submit proof of a recent negative PPD Test Result and Measles, Mump, Rubella (MMR) Immunization: PPD (Tuberculosis) test with documented results must be within 3 years prior to starting the program. You must supply proof of 2 measles immunizations or have up-to-date documented vaccination records. Check first with the office (Building 24) if you think you got your shots in Oregon but can’t locate them. You can get your immunization shots at the LCC Health Clinic, Building 18 or at Lane County Health, 151 W. 7th, Room 310, Eugene, 541-682-4041. The MMR IMMUNIZATION FEE IS $70.00 per vaccine. *If you are receiving both the PPD Test and Measles Vaccine, be sure to get your PPD Test first as having the measles vaccine within 4 weeks prior to the PPD test may make inaccurate PPD test results.



	2. Submit proof of a current Food Handlers Card (available at http://triwou.org/pages/show/ccccrr-food-handler-certification?site=ccccrr.

	3. Provide proof of having completed a class in Adult and Child First Aid and CPR. Contact Lane Family Connections at 541-463-3954 or the Red Cross at 541-344-5244.

	4. TURN ALL THE ABOVE DOCUMENTS AND YOUR PROGRAM APPLICATION IN AT  BUILDING 24. YOU WILL BE DIRECTED TO A LOCK BOX TO DEPOSIT DOCUMENTS.

	5. Recommended: Complete ECE 110 and ECE 130 either before or during your first term of ECE 240.
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
